Austin Prepares for  
City’s Largest Cinco de Mayo Celebration 

Over 30,000 Consumers Are Expected To Attend

Univision Radio, the largest Spanish-language radio broadcaster in the United States, announced its 4th Annual Cinco 

de Mayo celebration.  This free family festival is Austin’s largest Hispanic event.  Past year’s attendance have brought in 
as many as 45,000 people.   

This year’s Cinco de Mayo celebration returns to the Travis County Expo Center on May 6, 2007.  The event focuses 
on the family and includes an enormous children’s area complete with moonwalks, rock climbing wall, pony rides, petting 
zoo, outdoor activity demonstrations and live children’s entertainment.  Teenagers and young adults will enjoy the 
“Furiosos de Metal” car show and live lucha libre wrestling.  La Parka and Sicodelico Jr., two of Mexico’s most popular 
wrestlers, will be flown in for their much anticipated rematch.   

The celebration will showcase top rated Hispanic artists featured on Austin’s only FM Spanish Hits Variety station, 
 Recuerdo 107.7 FM, and Austin’s newest Mexican Regional station, La Que Buena 104.3 FM.  In addition to the main 
stage, an outside stage will feature local bands and traditional Mexican entertainment such as ballet folklorico. Attendees 
can enjoy authentic Mexican food at one of the many food pavilions.   

Although the event officially begins at noon and parking is free, attendees are encouraged to arrive early to beat the 
crowd.
